NTTA respects that the Internet provides a forum for free and open
discussion and dissemination of information, however, when there are competing interests at issue, NTTA reserves the
right to take certain preventative or corrective actions. In order to protect these competing interests, NTTA has developed
an Acceptable Use Policy ("AUP"), which supplements and explains certain terms of each customer's respective service
agreement and is intended as a guide to the customer's rights and obligations when utilizing NTTA's services. This AUP
will be revised from time to time.

e Other Activities - Engaging in activities, whether lawful or unlawful, that NTTA determines to be harmful to
its subscribers, operations, reputation, goodwill, or customer relations.

As we have pointed out, the responsibility for avoiding the harmful activities just described rests primarily with the
subscriber.
